Alfalfa condition 
remains mostly fair.  Range and pasture conditions 
across the State vary from mostly poor to good.

Last week central Arizona growers shipped 
cantaloupes, honeydews, and various citrus.  Western 
Arizona growers shipped broccoli, cantaloupes, 
cauliflower, Chinese cabbage, endive, honeydews, 
various lettuce varieties, miscellaneous melons and 
Asian vegetables, spinach, and various citrus.
