General 
According to the National Agricultural Statistics Service 

in Alabama, there were 5.3 days suitable for fieldwork for 
the week ending Sunday, November 24, 2024. 

Precipitation ranged from trace amounts of rain to 4.5 

inches of rain. Average high temperatures ranged from the 
high 50s to the low 70s. Average low temperatures ranged 

from the high 30s to the low 50s. 

 
Crops 
Most of the state received light to moderate rainfall with 

cooler temperatures. Despite the much-needed rain, some 
parts of the state continued to experience extreme drought 

conditions. Cotton harvest continued and was completed 

for many producers throughout the state. Peanut harvest 
continued and was nearly completed. Winter wheat 

planting experienced more delays due to equipment issues 

and unfavorable weather conditions. However, producers 
in Morgan County report winter wheat and ryegrass 

emerging was making great progress with cooler 

temperatures and rain.  
 

Livestock and Pastures 
Cattle was in mostly good to fair condition, while pastures 
were in mostly fair to good condition. The rainfall and 

cooler temperatures have improved pasture conditions. In 
Cullman County, producers overseeded pastures for 

winter grazing.
