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INTRODUCTION

We are pleased to present the 1969 issue of Arizona Agricultural
Statistics. This is the fourth in the series of annual publications
made possible by State funds provided through the Department of Agri-
cultural Economics, College of Agriculture, University of Arizona., The
Arizona Board of Regents entered into a memorandum of understanding with
the Statistical Reporting Service, USDA, in 1965 to collect, analyze and
publish agricultural statistics. This cooperation by the University of
Arizona and the USDA makes it possible to provide a maximum of useful
data at minimum cost through the Arizona Crop and Livestock Reporting
Service,

Much of the basic information for the crop and livestock reports
from our office is provided by Arizona farmers and vranchers. These
volunteer reporters receive, fill out, and return questionnaires to
the Crop and Livestock Reporting Service office in Phoenix. Many other
businessmen who buy from or sell to farmers or ranchers also provide
much information on prices, stocks, etc. To all these public spirited
people we express a hearty "thank you".

In addition to the information provided by mailed questionnaires,
supplemental information is obtained through enumerative surveys and
objective yield surveys. Trained enumerators visit randomly selected
farms or ranches to obtain information on acreages, livestock numbers,
number of workers, and other related information. During the cotton
growing season they also make counts and measurements in randomly se-
lected cotton fields to provide objective data as a basis for forecast-
ing cotton yields and production. Statisticians from the office also
travel throughout the State to observe crop conditions and to keep a-
breast of current progress and developments.

In the important area of decision making, ready and reliable facts
are basic to good judgment. Most businessmen, including farmers and
ranchers, want more and need more information about crop and livestock
production and marketing. Requests to the Arizona Crop and Livestock
Reporting Service are increasing each year. We hope this bulletin plus
other periodic reports during the year will provide most of the basic
information needed.

This bulletin was prepared under the general direction of James F.
Riggs. Typing was done by Ormnella Welch and the cover was designed by
Evelyn Dye., All of the office staff had a hand in assembly of data and
preparing the bulletin for publication.

CASH RECEIPTS FROM AGRICULTURE: The latest data available on cash receipts from
farming and ranching 1in Arizona are shown above. These estimates were prepared
by the Economic Research Service, USDA, using production, sales and price data
for major commodities collected by the Arizona Crop and Livestock Reporting
Service. Estimates for minor miscellaneous commodities are from various sources,
including the Department of Agricultural Economics, University of Arizona. This
table replaces the one showing gross value of crops and livestock produced which
has appeared each year in Arizona Agriculture, published by the University of
Arizona. The data are not strictly comparable, but are closely related. Cash
receipts represent the gross proceeds from marketings of agricultural commodi-
ties during a calendar year while value relates to the total value of products
produced, including that part not sold.

The 1968 data are preliminary. Monthly sales during 1968 for individual commod-
ities are not yet available. Preliminary sales estimates were based on the his-
toric seasonal pattern of marketings for each commodity. Also, estimates of the
quantities used on farms where produced for feed, seed, or home use are not yet
available for 1968 and historic averages were used. For these reasons only
totals for all crops, all livestock and products, and all commodities are pub-
lished by the Economic Research Service at this time. Data for individual com-
modities will be published in August after final data on sales and utilization
are available. Govermment payments for 1968 are also preliminary.

Crop yields and production in Arizona in 1968 were at or near record
levels for many crops. Record yields were established for wheat, upland
cotton, and all cotton and production of sorghum grain and barley were
the second highest on record. Cotton production was far above last year's
small crop but below average.

The 1968 crop season was favorable for the growth and development of
most crops. The cool spring was dideal for the filling of small grain
heads, but resulted in the cotton crop getting off to a slow start. How-
ever after this early season delay the cotton crop developed very well
and set an excellent crop. There was some replanting din certain areas
but replanting was not extensive. Pink bollworms caused serious damage
in some fields but state-wide damage was mnot nearly as extensive as last
year. Aphids, thrips and lygus caused some damage to crops but controls
were effective in most fields. Precipitation during 1968 was below normal
at most recording stations but abundant irrigation water supplies were
available as a result of the heavy snows in December of 1967.

Crop harvesting conditions were generally very good. The cotton har-
vest was delayed slightly by rains during mid-November, late December and
mid-January but the bulk of the crop was harvested earlier than average.
Field losses of cotton 1lint were mostly light and the quality of the crop
was generally good. Lodging made the small grain harvest more difficult,
but both the small grain and row crops were harvested under generally fa-
vorable weather conditionms.

Estimates of acreage, production, price and value are prepared for
the major commercial vegetable and melon crops produced in Arizona. Crops
for which estimates are prepared are broccoli, cabbage, carrots, cauli-
flower, lettuce, dry onions, cantaloups, watermelons and honeydew melons,
Estimates are also prepared for potatoes, but potatoes are not included in
the vegetable and melon totals, Estimates have been prepared this year
for the first time on acreage and production of these crops by counties.

During 1968 the value of production of the six commercial vegetable
and three melon crops estimated in Arizona totaled $67,172,000. This was
9 percent below 1967 and considerably below the record of $77,728,000 in
1965. This reduction was the result of both reduced production and lower
prices., Despite the decline only cotton had a higher value of production
than vegetables and melons. Arizona ranked fourth in the United States in
harvested acreage, production and value of fresh market vegetables and
melons in 1968,

Average prices received by Arizona farmers were lower in 1968 for
many of the major fresh market vegetable and melon crops. Those show-
ing substantial declines were cabbage, spring and summer cantaloups,
honeydews and early spring lettuce. Partially offsetting these declines
were higher values for cauliflower, carrots and winter lettuce.

Weather during 1968 was generally favorable., However, wet, cold
weather in late 1967 and early 1968 caused delays in harvesting and re-
duced yields and quality of many winter vegetables. Winter lettuce was
the only winter crop that did not show the effects of the adverse weather,
and above average yields were realized. Planting of most spring crops was
delayed slightly, but generally favorable weather throughout the spring
and early summer prevailed and the spring vegetable, melon and potato
crops were of good quality and about average yields, Favorable growing
conditions continued into early fall. Wet, cold weather during the late
fall melon and lettuce season slowed harvest of these and other fall
vegetables,

Estimates of citrus production for the 1968-69 season shown in this
bulletin are based on conditions and data available as of Februarv 1, 1969.

Production of grapefruit in Arizona for the 1968-69 crop is expected
to be about 20 percent lighter than the 1967-68 crop. A heavy loss of
bloom and smaller than normal sizes are primarily responsible for the de-
crease. Fruit quality has been generally good. However there has been
some loss in quality as the freeze in December resulted in light to mod-
erate damage in unprotected groves.

Overall production of navel and sweet oranges is up from last year and
is expected to exceed the record 1965-66 crop by nearly 25 percent. Freeze
damage to navels and sweets in those areas where groves were unprotected by
windmachines and smudge pots resulted in a larger shift to by-products. The
Valencia orange harvest got underway in early February. This 1s expected
to be the largest Valencia crop on record, exceeding the bumper crop of
1966-67 by an estimated 2 percent based on February 1 estimates.

With the lemon harvest nearing completion on February 1, it was ex-
pected that the lemon crop for the 1968-69 season would reach 7,400,000
cartons, an increase of about 14 percent over last year and the largest
crop ever recorded in Arizona. A good fruit set, favorable fall weather,
and increased acreage in the Yuma and Welton areas are responsible for this
large increase.

Arizona grape growers experienced another good year in 1968. Due to
favorable winter and spring weather, Arizona grapes were about 2 weeks ear-
lier than in 1967. Weather during harvest was generally favorable. How-
ever, widely scattered rains mnear the end of the season resulted in some
grape spoilage. The biggest price factor was the California grape boycott
which left Arizona grape producers with little or no competition on Eastern
markets. The 1968 acreage was the second largest on record, being exceeded
only in 1966.

The total cattle population in Arizona grew another 4 percent during
1968. The growth was almost entirely due to cattle and calves on feed
which were up 57,000, Cattle and calves kept for milk were up 2,000 but
other cattle were down by 13,000. The total growth since 1960 amounts to
over 18 percent which is a 2 percent annual growth on the average over the
past nine years.

The January 1, 1969 dinventory of all cattle and calves in Arizona is
estimated at 1,206,000 and was valued at $182,106,000 or $151.00 per head.
The inventory includes 81,000 cattle and calves kept for milk, 442,000
cattle and calves on feed, and 683,000 other cattle and calves. When com-
pared with other states Arizona ranks thirty-fourth in the total number of
cattle and calves on farms and ranches, the same as on January 1, 1968.

Range conditions from early spring through late summer were generally
better during 1968 than they were in 1967. This was probably directly
related to the heavy snow which came in December of 1967. Soil moisture
was above normal at the beginning of the year and about average precipi-
tation was received during the spring and summer months. Due to a shortage
of rainfall starting in late August and continuing through mid-November,
range conditions declined and were below the 1967 level during September
through December.

The Arizona hog industry expanded slightly during 1968, but the growth
was considerably less than during 1967. The major growth in the Arizona
hog industry came in 1966 and 1967. A good hog promotion program and above
average hog prices during 1966 were two of the main factors which contri-
buted to the rapid expansion of the industry. Prices received during 1967
and 1968 were considerably lower and a decline in the growth rate occurred.
Established commercial hog producers do not generally go out of business
due to a decline in hog prices but they may cut back on production or at
least on expansion plans.

On January 1, 1969 there were 51,000 hogs and pigs on Arizona farms
and ranches compared with 49,000 a year earlier and 36,000 on January 1,
1967. The pig crop in Arizona totaled 86,000 during 1968 compared with
77,000 during 1967 and 53,000 during 1966.

The United States per capita pork consumption in 1967 was 64.2 pounds.
Based on this rate, Arizona farmers and ranchers produce about 15 percent
of the pork needed to supply the people of Arizona.

Sheep & Goats

The number of sheep in Arizona increased 3 percent during 1968 and
on January 1, 1969 there were 500,000 sheep on Arizona farms, ranches
and Indian Reservations. This compares with 487,000 a year earlier and
534,000 on January 1, 1967. The January 1 inventory estimate does not
include lambs that were less than three months old on January 1. The
1969 inventory is made up of 72,000 sheep and lambs on feed aand 428,000
stock sheep and lambs. Non-Indian owned sheep accounted for 176,000 or
about 35 percent of the total 1969 inventory. The non-Indian owned total
is made up of 72,000 sheep and lambs on feed and 104,000 stock sheep.

Wool production averaged 7.0 pounds per sheep shorn during 1967 and
the average price per pound of wool was 34 cents. Data were not yet
available for 1968 wool production or price at the time this bulletin was
published.

The goat population in Arizona is primarily on Indian Reservations.
During 1967 about 77,000 goats were clipped with an average weight per
clip of 4.0 pounds. The 306,000 pounds of mohair produced in 1967 sold
for an average of 42 cents per pound.

Poultry

There were 1,474,000 chickens, excluding commercial broilers, on Arizona
farms and ranches on January 1, 1969. This was a decline of 66,000 from the
1,540,000 on January 1, 1968, and 55,000 below the January 1, 1967 inventory
of 1,529,000. Arizona ranked 39th among the 50 states in the total number of
chickens on hand on January 1, 1969.

The number of farms with chickens continues to decline and on January 1,
1969 there were about 1,000 such farms in Arizona. This is 100 less than a
year earlier and a decline of 800 in the past five years. On January 1, 1969
producers with 10,000 chickens or more accounted for about 80 percent of the
hens and pullets of laying age in Arizona. Five years earlier producers with
10,000 or more accounted for only 67 percent of the hens and pullets of lay-
ing age.
