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WEATHER 
 

Temperature and precipitation information for California are not available this week.  
  

FIELD CROPS 
 

In the Sacramento Valley, fall groundwork concluded with just a few wheat fields left to be 
planted. In the San Joaquin Valley, cotton harvest was winding down, and interrupted due to 
rain. In Tulare County, corn and sorghum fields that have been harvested were fertilized and 
tilled for winter wheat planting. Black-eyed bean harvest was completed. Harvested black-eyed 
bean fields were fertilized and tilled for winter crop planting. Cotton harvest neared completion. 
Winter forage crop fields started to germinate. Established alfalfa fields were cut for hay or were 
green chopped for local dairies. 

 
FRUIT CROPS 

 
Late variety plum harvest neared completion. Some stone fruit orchards were fumigated in 
preparation for replanting. Dormant orchards were pruned. Fall fruit harvest continued with 
persimmons, quince, pomegranates, Asian pears, and kiwi. Late variety table grape harvest 
neared completion. Districts 1 and 3 lemon harvest continued. The Desert Rio grapefruit and 
pomelo harvests continued in Riverside County and the San Joaquin Valley. Navel orange and 
mandarin harvests continued. Navel orange fruit color was improving. In Ventura County, the 
Mountain Fire severely impacted avocado orchards as avocados were either destroyed or 
rendered inedible due to internal dryness caused by the fire. Additionally, trees were damaged or 
destroyed. Raspberry, blackberry, and strawberry harvests continued along the Central Coast. 

 
NUT CROPS 

 
Almond, walnut, and pistachio harvests were mostly complete, and orchards were prepped for 
winter. Pecan harvest continued. Almonds, walnuts, and pistachios were sprayed with herbicides 
and insecticides. 

 
VEGETABLE CROPS 

 
In the Central Valley, peppers, sweet potatoes, garlic, carrots, and bell peppers were 
harvested and sold at local stands. Daikon radish harvest continued. Harvested fields were 
tarped to treat for nematodes before next spring plantings. Along the Central Coast, broccoli, 
brussel sprouts, cauliflower, celery, kale, garlic, and lettuce continued to be harvested. The 
Diamondback moth issue and insect pressure has restricted availability of broccoli. In the Imperial 
Valley, bell peppers, eggplant, cantaloupe, honeydew, and chili peppers were harvested. 
 

LIVESTOCK 
 

After recent rains, foothill rangeland and non-irrigated pasture was in fair condition. Irrigated 
pasture was reported to be in good condition. Movement of cattle down from higher elevation 
range was wrapping up as winter approached. Fall lambing season was underway. Sheep grazed 
retired cropland and harvested vegetable fields. Bees continued to be moved into the San 
Joaquin Valley for overwintering.
