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 KANSAS CROP PRODUCTION REPORT 
 

MANHATTAN, Kan. December 8, 2023 - Cotton production in Kansas is forecast at  

160,000 bales, down 4% from last year according to the USDA's National Agricultural Statistics. 

Acreage for harvest, at 88,000 acres, is down 50,000 acres from 2022. Yield is forecast at 873 

pounds per acre, up 296 pounds per acre from a year ago.
