Prices received by farmers are used by the Farm Services Agency (FSA) to administer the disaster program payments 
and to set coverage levels for crop insurance elections. Beef cattle and hay prices are used by the Forest Service (FS) 
and Bureau of Land Management (BLM) in determining grazing fees on public land. Prices received are also used by the 
Economic Research Service (ERS) as a basis for calculating gross farm receipts.  
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
