Oklahoma hog inventory for December 2023 was 2.12 million head, down 3 percent from a year ago. The United 
States hog inventory for December 2023 was 75.5 million head, up 1 percent from 2022. Oklahoma pig crop for 
2023 totaled 8.77 million head, up 3 percent from 2022. The United States pig crop for the year totaled 
136 million head, up 2 percent from the previous year. 
 
Oklahoma pork production in 2023 was 2.07 billion pounds, up 3 percent from 2022. The United States pork 
production came in at 42.6 billion pounds, up 5 percent from the previous year. Oklahoma hog marketings 
increased 4 percent from 2022 to 2.13 billion pounds. The United States marketings increased 4 percent to 
43.9 billion pounds.  
 
Cash receipts from marketings for Oklahoma totaled $1.25 billion for 2023, down 17 percent from the previous 
year. The United States cash receipts from marketings totaled $27.2 billion, down 11 percent from 2022. 
Producer gross income for 2023 totaled $1.25 billion in Texas and $27.2 billion in the United States.
