All wheat planted in Idaho totaled 1.21 million acres, up 3 percent from 2023. Harvested area, at 1.14 million acres, is up 

10 percent from the previous year. All wheat production totaled 101 million bushels, up 13 percent from the previous 

year. Yield is estimated at 89.0 bushels per acre, up 2.9 bushels from 2023. In Oregon, all wheat planted totaled  

740,000 acres, unchanged from a year ago. Harvested area, at 725,000 acres, is up 1 percent from 2023. Production 

totaled 50.8 million bushels, up 26 percent from the previous year. Yield is estimated at 70.0 bushels per acre, up  

14.0 bushels from 2023. In Washington, all wheat planted totaled 2.30 million acres, down slightly from 2023. Harvested 

area, at 2.24 million acres, is unchanged from the previous year. Production totaled 144 million bushels, up 27 percent 

from 2023. Yield is estimated at 64.1 bushels per acre, up 13.6 bushels from the previous year. 

 

All hay harvested in Idaho totaled 1.25 million acres, down 4 percent from 2023. All hay production totaled  

4.57 million tons, down 13 percent from the previous year. Yield is estimated at 3.65 tons per acre, down 0.39 tons from 

2023.  In Oregon, all hay harvested totaled 930,000 acres, up 3 percent from the previous year. Production totaled 

2.77 million tons, down slightly from a year ago. Yield is estimated at 2.98 tons per acre, down 0.11 tons from 2023.  All 

hay harvested in Washington totaled 620,000 acres, down 22 percent from 2023. Production totaled 2.49 million tons, 

down 21 percent from the previous year. Yield is estimated at 4.01 tons per acre, up 0.02 tons per acre from 2023. 

 

Potatoes planted in Idaho totaled 315,000 acres, down 5 percent from 2023. Harvested area, at 314,500 acres, is down 

5 percent from the previous year. Production totaled 135 million cwt, down 6 percent from 2023. Yield is estimated at  

430 cwt per acre, down 5 cwt from the previous year. In Oregon, potatoes planted totaled 43,000 acres, unchanged from 

2023.  Harvested area, at 43,000 acres, is unchanged from last year. Production totaled 26.9 million cwt, up 1 percent 

from a year ago. Yield is estimated at 625 cwt per acre, up 5 cwt from 2023. Potatoes planted in Washington totaled 

160,000 acres, is down 3 percent from 2023. Harvested area, at 159,500 acres, is down 3 percent from the previous year. 

Production totaled 101 million cwt, down 2 percent from a year ago. Yield is estimated at 635 cwt per acre, up 5 cwt from 

2023. 

 

Dry beans planted in Idaho totaled 45,000 acres, up 29 percent from 2023. Harvested area, at 44,700 acres, is up 

29 percent from the previous year. Production totaled 1.19 million cwt, up 38 percent from a year ago. Yield is estimated 

at 26.5 cwt per acre, up 1.8 cwt from 2023. In Washington, dry beans planted totaled 46,000 acres, up 44 percent from the 

previous year. Harvested area, at 45,700 acres, is up 45 percent from a year ago. Production totaled 1.28 million cwt, up 

47 percent from 2023. Yield is estimated at 28.1 cwt per acre, up 0.5 cwt from the previous year.
