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Key findings for the Southern Region from the Crop Production 2021 Summary  
 
Alabama: Corn for grain production in 2021 totaled 56.2 million bushels, up 11 percent from 2020. This represents the 

highest corn production total for Alabama since 1955. Cotton production, at 705,000 bales, was down 4 percent from the 

previous year. Peanut production totaled 622 million pounds, unchanged from 2020. Soybean production, at  

14.0 million bushels, was up 24 percent from 2020 due to a record high soybean yield of 46 bushels per acre.  

 

Florida: Corn for grain production in 2021 totaled 11.6 million bushels, up 38 percent from 2020 due to a record high 

corn yield of 176 bushels per acre. This represents the highest corn production total for Florida since 1985. Cotton 

production, at 125,000 bales, was up 21 percent from the previous year. Peanut production totaled 591 million pounds, an 

increase of 5 percent from 2020. Sugarcane for sugar and seed production, at 17.1 million tons, was down 9 percent from 

2020.  

 

Georgia: Corn for grain production in 2021 totaled 81.0 million bushels, an increase of 15 percent from 2020 due to a 

record high corn yield of 182 bushels per acre. Cotton production, at 2.25 million bales, was up 3 percent from 2020. 

Peanut production, at 3.34 billion pounds, was up 1 percent from 2020. Soybean production, at 6.21 million bushels, was 

up 59 percent from the previous year due to a 42 percent increase in harvested acres as well as a record high soybean yield 

of 46 bushels per acre. Tobacco production in 2021 totaled 14.4 million pounds, a decrease of 26 percent from 2020.  

 

South Carolina: Corn for grain production in 2021 totaled a record high 52.8 million bushels, an increase of 8 percent 

from 2020 due to a record high corn yield of 139 bushels per acre. Cotton production, at 425,000 bales, was up 42 percent 

from the previous year due to a record high cotton yield of 995 pounds per acre. Peanut production, at 277 million pounds, 

was down 6 percent from 2020, due to an 18 percent decrease in harvested acreage in 2021. The 2021 peanut yield of 

4,200 pounds per acre represents a record high for South Carolina. Soybean production, at 14.6 million bushels, was up  

42 percent from 2020 due to a 31 percent increase in harvested acres as well as a record high soybean yield of 38 bushels 

per acre.  Tobacco production in 2021 totaled 13.7 million pounds an increase of 107 percent from 2020.
